The Development of Marxist Women’ s History in Japan after the Second World War // Yang Li

After the end of the second World War Marxist historiography occupied a dominant position in
Japanese historical circles. As an important branch of Japanese Marxist historiography ~Marxist women’ s
history has mainly undergone three phases.
