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A Reconsideration of Iranism Comparing Hellenism : A Debate on the Fusion and

Divergence of the Diverse Cultural Identities of the Parthian Empire

Long Pei

Abstract: Among the three cultural attributes of the Parthian Empire, the depth and importance of
"Hellenism", "Innerasianess" and "Iranism" are different. "Hellenization" was only a popular
foreign culture for the Parthian Empire, while "Innerasianess" and "Iranism" were the two most
prominent and intertwined cultural dimensions of the Parthians' own cultural characteristics.
"[ranism" is embodied in the Parthian Empire in the fields of coins, images, inscriptions,
architecture and the concept of imperial rule of the Achaemenid dynasty of Persian tradition and
the cultural tradition of the nomadic Iranian culture of Inner Asia, the duration and influence of
"Hellenization" on the Parthian Empire far exceeded the influence of "Hellenization". Therefore,
"Iranism" is the most important dimension to understand the cultural attributes and the
characteristics of civilization exchanges of the Parthian Empire. The Parthian Iranian culture had a
very profound influence on the Middle and ancient Persian/Iranian culture, and its value should
not be obscured by the traditional Hellenistic research paradigm.
