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A Study of Qing Dynasty Nan He Tu in Europe

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Abstract: The Map of Yellow River in Jiangnan Provine (Nan He Tu # 7T B) was one of the most important water
conservancy maps during the Qianlong, Jiaging, and Daoguang period in the Qing Dynasty. It illustrates the Yellow
River and the Grand Canal in Jiangnan Province and river works along them. Painted versions of the Nan He Tu
found in Europe reflect the river works and changing courses of the Yellow River, especially at the estuary, and river
harnessing measures adopted by the Director-general of Rivers in Jiangnan during this period. These paintings are

deemed important in the history of Qing Dynasty map-making and water conservancy.
