71  Weaponization of Global Financial Public Goods and Its Formation

Mechanism

Abstract; The weaponization of global financial public goods in this article refers to
the United States and Western countries implementing global financial public goods as
weapons in international competition, and imposing financial sanctions on other coun-
tries. Such policies requires several pre-conditions. First, Western countries have the
privilege in providing such global public goods. Second, the United States have such
hegemonic power over global financial public goods, and is capable of requiring allies
to “take sides”. Third, trends of globalization made it difficult for sanctioned coun-
tries to get rid of their high dependence on global financial public goods. Fourth,weap-
onisation of global financial public goods would bring political benefits to the West
countries. The above conditions led the Western countries to weaponize the global fi-
nancial public good as main policy tool for suppressing their geopolitical rivals.

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87 “Open-Ended Institution” and States’ Influence in Norm Making:
Analysis Focusing on the Field of Cyber Security

Abstract; It can be frequently witnessed that states promote norm emergence through
creating a new institution. But whether the founder can always be the main beneficiary
of the new institution is questionable. Russia pushed for the creation of United Nations
Open-Ended Working Group (OEWG) to undertake the mission of norm-making for
cyber security issues. However, the influence that Russia gained during the operation
of the institution cannot compete with what the United States and its allies acquired.
Through “open-ended institution” that has unlimited quota for participants, states un-
der different conditions can acquire different types of influence. The main benefit for
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
