Abstract: During the cold war, the Turkish-American alliance was constant-
ly established to check and balance the land of the Soviet Union. With the develop-
ment and evolution, Turkey and the United States have shown both the bilateral
strategic alliance and the embedded NATO collective security mechanism, which
has formed a relatively stable process of mechanization. Generally speaking, the
institutional development and evolution of the Turkish-American alliance is mani-
fested in two aspects: the interdependence of strategic security and the guarantee
of the collective security system in the North Treaty. In the process of Turkey’s full
dependence on the United States to limited dependence, the institutionalization of
the alliance is influenced by the differences of interests, the conflict of values and
the power of the third party, showing the “low” willingness of strategic coopera-
tion and the “abandoned” of strategic interests. In the post-Trump era, the de-
partments of the Turkish-American alliance will face a return to reconciliation, but
the old and new contradictions are still a hindrance to the healthy development of
the alliance.
