Definition and Category of the British Aristocrats in the Modern Times

The aristocrats were concerned in the field of the modern British history as a research object.
However there was a long-term controversy regarding the conceptual definition category of the British
aristocrats  which easily confused researchers. It is the first thing for giving a precise definition and
classifying the British aristocrats to analyse those view disputes existing in the academia understand
the background in which the researchers proposed their ideas and find out the origins of those
disputes. The second thing is to tease out four related expressions of the aristocrats and distinguish the
meanings of such expressions represented in English. Finally the new ideas will be introduced through
the analysis of this article.

Han Zhibin and Zhang Chi Britain’ s “Concert Diplomacy” before and after the Balkan Wars
The crisis caused by the Balkan Wars was a significant node in the process of changes of the
international system before the First World War. During such crisis Britain resolved the contradictions
of various parties in the form of a collective meeting among major powers which not only maintained
the ‘Concert Diplomacy’ system but also guaranteed Britain’ s interests in the Near East. However
when dealing with the follow-up issues of the Balkan Wars Britain gave up the principle of ‘great
powers unanimity’ and instead acted with the French-Russian alliance in concert. The multi-polar

consultation pattern in Europe has officially evolved into a bipolar pattern and the system of ‘Concert



Diplomacy’ collapsed. The lesson of ‘Concert Diplomacy’ in dealing with the Balkan War crisis and
its aftermath was that the fundamental problems of the international system were not solved although
coordinated diplomacy between major powers can solve individual problems. The two Balkan wars rang
the death knell for ‘Concert Diplomacy’ and the ‘July Crisis’ and the subsequent First World War

opened the curtain of a new era of international order and international system.

Xie Guorong Racial Issues and the Overseas Propaganda of the United States during the Early
Phase of the Cold War

During the early phase of the Cold War the racial issues in the United States not only severely
damaged the American national image and reputation but also brought shame on its democratic
system. Moreover racial issues became a hindrance to the American diplomacy as these issues
intersected with the Cold War competition. Therefore the U. S. government attached great importance
to the propaganda abroad on civil rights affairs of the black people. It utilised pamphlets and other
measures to conduct overseas information programs and public diplomacy to broadcast the progress
made by the U. S. in the field of civil rights and to claim that the story of the American race relations
has been the ‘story of progress’. These efforts aimed at highlighting the resilience and corrective
capability of the American democracy and defending America’ s status as the ‘leader of the free world’.
But the biggest problem with the American propaganda abroad in this period was that it deviated from
the facts and violated ‘authenticity’ which is vital to propaganda and undermines its credibility and
effectiveness. The American government cannot improve its national image without truly carrying out
practical civil rights reform. Meanwhile the African Americans were able to gain deep insight into the
international dimension of the race relations and the predicament of the American government during
the Cold War as a result of the American overseas public diplomacy. Consequently within the specific
context of the Cold War the predicament of the American external propaganda strategy largely aligned
the interests of the government and the black in civil rights reform and became the driving force behind
the American civil rights movement propelling the American government to fulfill its promise of

democracy.
