Abstract: Ralph Negrine is the former dean of the journalism school at the U-
niversity of Sheffield and a professor of political communication at the Journalism
Institute mainly studying the field of political communication. In this paper he
pointed out that the newspaper sales of each British newspapers did fluctuate dur—
ing the Suez Crisis and the newspapers were divided into two groups because of
their different positions arguing with each other.
