mospheres. A constitutional revolution took place in Iran, which led to a weak
government and weakened provincial orders. On the other side, the signing of the
Anglo-Russian Convention demarcated a Russian sphere in North Iran and a British
sphere in South Iran. Thus, the British, who possessed commercial interests in
south Iran, pressured the Iranian government to improve the order in the South. In
1911, Iran employed Swedish military advisors for organizing a gendarmerie and
this caused contradictions among Britain, Russia and Iran. These advisors that I-
ran chose must come from small European states, because the two powers had no
wish that other powers penetrated into Iran at all, which would destroy the balance
of power. In addition, Iran and Britain insisted to expand the Swedish Gendarme-
rie working in the North was rejected by Russia. In the end, the Swedish govern-
ment demanded their officials to return to the home country because they did not
want to see the officials were involved into the problem among Britain, Russia and
Iran. The event of Swedish gendarmerie reflected the will of Britain, Russia and I-
ran to Safeguard their own interests and the continuing strained relations between
Britain and Russia after the signing of Anglo-Russian Convention of 1907.

Abstract; Arab nationalism had reacted against Western policies which af-
fected adversely their national interests. The attitude of Arabs in the Cold War has
been affected by its conflict with the West over colonialism and Zionism. And in its
policies toward the Arab world, the West had shown a lack of awareness and re-
spect for Arab sovereignty and nationalism. These are the reasons that in the Cold
War conflict the Arab countries viewed the West with distrust and they explain the
evolution of Arab policy from indifference to passive negative nonalignment, then

to active and positive neutrality. They also explain the deterioration of the Western
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position and the improvement of the Soviet position in the Arab world since 1955.
There are signs that a more favorable Arab attitude toward the West may emerge in
the future. However, the initiative for this transformation must come from the
West, and there are factors inviting such initiative. The Arabs have shown that
they are not willing to submit to Soviet intervention in their affairs, and Arab na-
tionalism has proved a bulwark against communism in the Arab world. If in its ne-
gotiations the West respects the sovereignty and legitimate aspirations of Arab
countries, it will find the Arab world more ready to join the side of the West in the
East-West conflict.
