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NGO Governance and It’ s Impact on Egypt after the Arab Turmoil

Abstract : Non-governmental organizations (NGO) are not only an important vehicle for promoting social gov-
ernance in Egypt and other Middle Eastern countries, but they also pose severe challenges to social and politi-
cal stability. The political turmoil in Egypt in 2011 was closely related to non-governmental organizations. How
to govern NGO has became an important factor in achieving stability in Egypt. After 2013, the Egyptian gov-
ernment gradually weakened the political nature of NGO, strengthened regulations on the behavior of NGO,
and cut off their economic ties with overseas forces. NGO exhibits “weak state governance”. On the other
hand, it strengthens cooperation with NGO in the fields of social and economic development, charity and peo-
ple’ s livelihood, making NGO one of the main bodies of “strong social governance”. This has promoted E-
gypt’ s transition from chaos to governance, eliminated an important basis for street politics, and eased the def-
icit in Egypt’s social governance.
